The Canada-U.S. Institute is honored to welcome
renowned author, journalist, and former special
assistant to George W. Bush, David Frum to
Western as the second guest of the CUSI Visiting
Fellows Program in September. David Frum is the
editor of FrumForum.com, and the author of six
books, including two New York Times bestsellers:
The Right Man: The Surprise Presidency of George
W. Bush (2003), and co-author with Richard Perle of
An End to Evil: How To Win the War on Terror
(2004). Frum is a regular commentator on American
Public Media’s “Marketplace” program and writes regular columns for Time
magazine, CNN.com, The Week, and Canada’s National Post. In 2001-2002,
David Frum served as a special assistant to President George W. Bush. In 2007-
2008, he served as senior foreign policy adviser to the Rudy Giuliani presidential
campaign. The Daily Telegraph’s 2007 and 2009 surveys named Frum as one of
America’s 50 most influential conservatives. Mr. Frum will deliver a lecture
titled “The Unhappy Giant: U.S. - Canada Relations in the Great Recession” on
Tuesday, September 20, 2011, 4:30pm, North Campus Building 101. A book
